other UK and European
manufacturers to secure
the lucrative order.
Direct2U has previously

supplied Amazon UK on a
number of occasions to vari-
ous sites throughout the UK
and has built up a reputa-
tion for a quality product at
a competitive price.
Direct2u said it was keen

to clinch the deal to develop
its business relationship
with Amazon on a global
scale. Direct2U marketing
manager Greg Higgitt said:
“This order again reflects
the increasing competitive-
ness of manufacturing in the
UK and in particular manu-
facturing in the Black Coun-
try.”

Direct2U has seen sub-
stantial growth in tough
times over the last few
years, and saw this as an
opportunity to enhance its
export sales.
The lockers, which are

manufactured in the West
Midlands, had to be
designed and manufactured
to a bespoke specification to
ensure that they were suit-

able for Amazon’s require-
ments and for the premises
they were being installed
into.
Despite Direct2U having

over 30 years’ experience in
the locker industry, the proj-
ect brought new challenges
to the company. It had to
design and manufacture a
new style of locker very
quickly and had to overcome

logistical issues. A new
transport company had to be
sourced to ensure that the
lockers would arrive in
Madrid, Spain in perfect
condition and at a time and
date specified by Amazon.
Mr Higgitt said: “Amazon

is an important customer of
ours and we wanted to
ensure that we continued to
develop our business with
them.

We are always looking at
new ways to grow our busi-
ness and this has high-
lighted to us the
opportunities there are to
supply products on a global
scale through e-commerce
business.”
